Why are we re-initiating the Expansion Project Capital Campaign?
· It has been a little over a year since we initiated the Capital Campaign to support our Expansion Project - and it needs to be re-energized.  

· Our Parish continues to grow…421 new families registered during the past fiscal year…up from previous year when 362 new families registered. 

· We would like more of our parish families to make a commitment so we can begin doubling the size of our sanctuary during the 2nd quarter of 2010. 
· We will need more space – 2 of our 7 Masses are at over-flow capacity, 5 of them are more than 90 % full and the balance are rapidly filling up. 

· The requirement to connect to city water and sewer is no longer an issue.

· There are significant economies to starting the expansion while the builder is still on site.

· The John Paul II Family Learning Center is expected to result in more families joining our Parish.  

· 294 families are making contributions to the project – a pledge can be leveraged toward a Diocese loan. 

· Almost 3/4 of our Parish families have not made a pledge and may want to reconsider doing so given the completion of the Family Learning Center and expanded Parish Hall.  

· And importantly, the 431 families that pledged the $1.3M used to build the Family Learning Center did so with the understanding that expanding the Sanctuary was a part of the project.
